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Introduction — Comments

Industry Overview

Since 2022, the European glass industry struggles with enormous difficulties to survive and
ended 2024 with mitigated results in the different glass sub-sectors.

The glass market in 2024 saw minimal advancement and continues to move at a slow pace in
early 2025. Despite significant technological progress and heavy investments in zero-
emission initiatives, the European glass industry is facing several challenges. These include
high energy costs, the repercussions of the conflict in Ukraine, stiff competition from non-EU
countries including the chaotic business relations with the USA since January 2025 and their
strong economic measures.

These challenging conditions are casting a shadow over the future of the glass industry in
Europe, leading to plant closures and a decline in employment opportunities.
All'in all, there is still no sign of any improvement in the economic situation since May 2023.

Key figures 2024 in tonnes, compared to 2023, include:

- Overall glass production decreased by 4% in 2024, totalling slightly more than 36
million tonnes,

- EU imports and exports remained rather stable, with a very slight increase of
respectively 0.3% and 0.6%.

Despite these mean results, the European production levels continue to rank among the
world's largest glass producers alongside China and North America. Germany leads the EU as
the top producer, followed closely by Italy, Turkey, France, Spain, Poland, and the UK.

Regarding foreign trade, imports from Asian countries, particularly China, remain significant.
In 2024, extra EU-27 exports increased by 0.6% in volume (3.48 million tonnes) but
decreased by 5.5% in value (8.5 billion Euros) compared to 2023. The EU-27’s four major
export destinations include the rest of Europe (67%), with UK (23%), Switzerland (13%),
Turkey (6.5%), Serbia (5.5%) and Ukraine (6%), followed by the USA (9%), North Africa (5%)
and Far East Asia (4.7%).

On the import side, there was an 0.3% increase in volume (4.97 million tonnes) and a 2.2%
increase in value (8 billion euros) for extra-EU27 imports in 2024 compared to the previous
year. Far-East Asia accounted for 37% of EU imports (including 30% from China alone), the
rest of Europe for 51% (including UK (17%), Turkey (13%), Switzerland (7.5%)), and North
Africa for 7%.

Employment 2024

Employment in the industry has been gradually declining since 2019. In 2024, the number of
employees continued to decrease by 1.1% compared to 2023, dropping from 178,000 to
176,000.

Looking at the various sub-sectors within the glass industry, 2024 saw a uniform decline in
production and employment levels.
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Except for the flat glass sector which could stabilize production in 2024, the other sectors
reported continued decreases: container glass (-4.8%), domestic glassware (-3.9%),
reinforcement glass fibres (-19%), and other glass (incl. special glass) (-3.2%).

Outlook

Challenges persist for the European glass industry, with investments outside the region
impacting prices and intense competition from non-European manufacturers. Restoring
consumer confidence and maintaining productivity are key concerns, especially in the face
of rising energy prices.

The industry is investing heavily in zero-emission technologies and advocating for a level
playing field with strict regulations for imported glass products. Emphasis is placed on
compliance with EU standards related to climate change, pollution control, recyclability,
consumer protection, and worker safety.

While facing these challenges, it's important to recognize the vital role that glass plays in
supporting the green and digital transition, sustainability, and prosperity. Glass remains a
crucial material for energy efficiency, safety, and comfort in various applications,
contributing to Europe's sustainable living goals.

As the industry works towards reducing greenhouse gas emissions and embracing
decarbonization, it is essential to ensure that the European glass sector can thrive under
competitive conditions, preserving its longstanding tradition on the continent.

Glass still plays a key role as a material, helping to enable our green and digital transition and

supporting our society in achieving long-term sustainability and prosperity.

- Glass as a high-tech material vital to the energy performance, safety, security and
comfort of our homes, offices, buildings and cars and is essential to make Europe fit for
sustainable living.

- Glass delivers on the EU’s Circular Economy Action Plan to ensure that waste is prevented
and used resources kept in the EU economy for as long as possible.

- Glass commits to ensuring that greenhouse gas emissions from glass production drop
substantially in the next decades. Decarbonisation is underway with new furnaces using
electricity or hydrogen to progressively drop the use of fossil fuels.

The production rate of GAE membership continued to drop in almost all sub-sectors in 2024
compared with 2023. Compared to 2008 index (100), sectoral production reached index 95.7 for
flat glass, 103.4 for container glass, 58.3 for tableware and crystal, 68.8 for continuous filament
glass fibres and 84.4 for other glasses.
